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Who can do this course?

This is a course for anyone who would like to make a career change. The course is an
excellent way to update skills to return to work in the field of beauty therapy. There
are no entry requirements for this qualification.

What is involved in the course?

All practical skills, which will cover manicure and pedicure, facial massage and
masks, make-up, eyelash and eyebrow tinting and perming, eyebrow shaping, false
lashes, waxing to the face and body to remove hair. Also included is cosmetic skin
tanning. Theory will cover health & safety, employment standards, legislation and all
related anatomy & physiology.

What is the qualification and how is it gained?

The VTCT Beauty Specialists Diploma can be gained by attending the centre twice a
week for nine weeks. Bespoke delivery times for this course can be negotiated with
the centre on a one to one basis. The diploma is achieved through assessment whilst
working at the centre, tests and a portfolio of evidence.

How is the course taught?

Each training day will be a blend of theory & practical. You will work on students and
clients to gain the experience required to meet industry standards. Continued practice
and home study are essential. All clients will be provided by the Glasshouse Therapy
Centre (GHTC) during the course

What skills will I learn?

You will gain all the skills required to be confident in carrying out a wide range of
salon standard treatments. These skills will be to industry standards allowing you to
work as a mobile or salon therapist.

What will I require to do the course?

Students will be required to train in a professional uniform and a therapist’s uniform
order sheet can be supplied on request. Students will be provided with a training
manual; however, notepaper, pens and a personal beauty specialist diploma kit will be
required. This can be ordered through the GHTC.

Equipment costs to the student

The GHTC will provide basic equipment to use during the course. However, students
will be required to purchase a professional beauty specialist diploma kit for training
purposes and continued use away from the centre. The total cost of the kits is approx
